Leadership Team/LT is a group of students who make a difference in Wesley’s ministry by serving, leading, evaluating, brainstorming, visioning, discerning, planning, doing, and growing.  
Before continuing with the application, would you pause and pray?  Ask the Lord to guide your discernment as you consider applying…   Ask God to guide other students who are applying and to form a new Leadership Team that serves His purposes at Wesley in 2020-21...  Ask the Lord for wisdom, vision, and commitment for our new LT…   Ask for clarity about your calling…   [Thanks for praying!]
Know what you’re getting yourself into if you turn in this LT application.  Our expectations of every LT member and your commitment to Leadership Team include the following:
· Growth in discipleship.  Active, current growth and not just past growth.  Bible reading and prayer, other spiritual disciplines, Sunday worship, church involvement, faithful lifestyle, overcoming sin and temptations, growth in godliness, missions, servanthood…  [A LTer is an example of a growing Christian college student.]

· Active participation at Wesley.  The basic target for participation for a LT member is Insight plus a pod or a community group.  Participation in special events, retreats, and mission projects is encouraged. However, we do not expect everyone to participate in everything.   [We understand that sometimes class schedules and other involvements conflict with Wesley events.  No problem.  That happens.]

· Servant leadership.  LT is both – serving and leading.  Leading by serving.  Serving by leading.  [Both.  Go read John 13.1-7.]

· Prayer, hospitality & outreach.    All LTers are urged to pray for our ministry and to participate in our community prayer efforts.  All LTers are assigned roles in our hospitality plan at Insight. All LTers are responsible for our outreach efforts on campus.   [Prayer, hospitality, and outreach – These priorities are every LTer’s responsibilities.]  

· Serve on one of LT’s ministry teams – Missions, Worship/Insight, or Fellowship.  Your choice.  The team level is where much of the really important work gets done.  [Serving on one team is probably enough, but you can serve on more than one.] 

· Meetings – 7:00 Tuesday night LT huddle before Insight.  Full LT meetings twice in April, weekly in August, every other week in September, monthly October-March.  Team meetings scheduled by area leaders.  [More like community meetings than committee meetings!]

· Communication.  We ask LTers to be responsive to communication about our work together.  [Mostly communicate thru our Groupme and by text messages]

· LT commitment runs from April to April.  The new LT’s first meeting will be in mid-April.

The basic commitment to Leadership Team is outlined in the bullet points above.
